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INTENDED USE / DESCRIPTIONS

The Waters MOX DCM-100 Disposable Organ Preservation Cassette
is intended for use with the Waters RM3 Renal Preservation System.
The RM3 Renal Preservation System is intended to be used to
maintain kidneys for transplant. The Waters DCM-100 is made of
polycarbonate plastic. The pre-sterilized cassette contains a complete
circulatory system (refer to diagram), designed for use on the Waters
RM3, *MOX’ 100 Transport and Console units.

INSPECTION
Upon receiving individual cassette and container, inspect outside box
for any damage. Remove cassette and sterile wrap from container.
Inspect wrap for any punctures or tears. If sterile wrap shows any
signs of being damaged, DO NOT USE. Call Waters Medical Systems
to make arrangements for returning cassette. Call Customer Service at
1-800-426-9877.

When the cassette is removed from the sterile wrap, inspect the
cassette for damage prior to mounting in unit. If the fittings, support
leg and main body are not damaged, mount the cassette and proceed.

CAUTION
Contents guaranteed sterile unless polyethylene bag is
damaged or open. Cassette is ETO gas sterilized. This
is a single-use device. Waters Medical Systems does
not recommend reuse of this device.

INSTRUCTIONS
INSTALLATION
Place the cassette on the RM3, Transport or Console. Insert the
pulsatile pumphead into the unit’s pumphead bracket. Position the
pumphead so that the pressure plate compresses the pumphead and not
the one-way valves. Secure the cassette to the unit with the mounting
SCTews.

Insert the temperature probe into the bubble trap and connect it to the
unit’s temperature jack.

Connect the coolant lines to the cassette’s heat exchanger. It is
recommended that the tube which delivers coolant to the heat
exchanger be connected to the “IN” connector, and the return tube be
connected to the lower “OUT” connector.

BUBBLE TRAP
With the perfusate flowing through the cassette, the fluid level can be
adjusted as follows:

A. Initially allow the perfusate to rise up to the perfusate level
mark on the bubble trap. This can be done by venting the
pressure gauge tube to the room. When the perfusate rises to
the top of the temperature probe, connect the tube to the unit.

B. To increase or decrease perfusate level, msert a suitable size
syringe with w 22 gauge needle into the top Pressure port.

C. To remove a sample of perfusate, insert a syringe into the
bottom Sample port.

D. The perfusate level should be kept at the perfusate level line on
the bubble trap.

CAUTION
Due to the design characteristics of the molded
cassette, it is recommended that timing interval for
flow measurements be between the 20 and 80 cc
marks. The 20 ml per division scale is roughly = .5 ml.
